About the Program
Forrest Out Of School Hours Care (FOOSHC) provides a safe and welcoming environment for the children in our care and their families.  We believe children are capable, competent and creative learners that are entitled to participate in a program that facilitates their engagement in risk-taking, experimentation and exploration of indoor and outdoor spaces. 
We believe these holidays will create a play-focused environment, reflective of children’s needs and interests. Children will have the opportunity for rest and relaxation and be able to move freely from activities and inside and outdoor environments. In addition to the experiences detailed above, all the fabulous FOOSHC resources will be available daily. 
The program for January Holiday Program is the result of an extensive consultation process following feedback we received from the September/October Holiday Program. This process included many conversations with the children who attended, an evaluation meeting with the educator team who worked in the holiday period and a survey that was made available to all families. Whilst we are aware that this still may not address each piece of feedback we received, we hope it has addressed the majority. Please provide any feedback you may have at this stage via email and we will ensure a survey is again sent at the conclusion of this holiday period.
Resident Artists
A “Resident Artist” from our talented team of educators will support the children and their creative pursuits on various days throughout the program. These experiences will provide children the opportunity for more focused and ongoing projects. 
Resident Chefs 
“Resident Chefs” from our team of experienced educators will be on hand to engage and extend cooking experiences throughout the program. 
The “Resident Chef” will work alongside the children to prepare homemade dishes for afternoon tea. 
MasterChef Week 
Inspired by the TV show, children will have the opportunity to create recipes of their own invention from a select range of ingredients. Activities will be held each day during the first week of the holidays (4th January – 8th January). 
Canberra Safari 
These holidays will see an extension of the Walking Excursions run in previous programs. Allowing for more exploration around the child’s interest, the group will now utilize public transport to adventure further than the previously limiting 3km radius.
