4. Staff Training
Our team receives ongoing training in child safety, cultural confidence, and child protection to maintain a safe, respectful, and supportive environment.
5. Clear Policies and Transparent Practices
We follow current policies and procedures that reflect our child safety standards and national principals. This includes clear reporting procedures, a commitment to fairness, and transparency in all our practices.
By fostering a safe, inclusive, and supportive environment, Fooshc aims to be a trusted and secure place where children and young people can thrive and feel confident in their sense of identity and belonging.
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
